Two boats rescued

CELEBRITY Cruises’ Celebrity
Beyond and Carnival Cruise
Line’s Carnival Celebration
rescued around two dozen
migrants in small boats in the
Atlantic Ocean earlier this
week.

Crew members aboard
Beyond rescued 19 migrants
from their crowded boat on
Tue, after which the United
States Coast Guard was
contacted, in an incident
documented by the ship’s
Captain Kate McCue (CLICK
HERE).

Meanwhile, crew members
aboard Celebration spotted
five people in distress on
a small vessel about 50
kilometres off the coast of
Cuba.
